In July 2022, in conjunction with Freeby and Coston
churches, and led by ecologist Barry Collins, St
Mary’s hosted a VBRV training event for members
of local bat groups on how to survey churches for
bats.

The bats are monitored annually by the local bat
group for NBMP.
